SWOSU Football
defeated Arkansas-
Monticello 37-27 on Family Day and are now winners
in back-to-back weeks to move over the .500 mark for
the first time all season.

The Bulldogs are now a perfect 5-0 all-time against
the Boll Weevils in Weatherford.

After trailing 7-0 out of the gate, the Bulldogs
responded with a first quarter touchdown to tie things
up and a second quarter field goal to take the lead — then
did not trail the rest of the way and led by as many as
16 points in the contest.

This is the first time this season SWOSU has won a
game after scoring second. Previously, the Dawgs were
0-2 when playing from behind in the first quarter.

The defense allowed just 146 yards in the first halfand
held the third leading rushing team in the conference to
seven yards on the ground and kept them under 100 for
the game. It was the first time this season Monticello
did not get to 100 yards rushing in a game.

SWOSU also won the turnover battle 3-2, with the
lone legitimate turnover on a an opening drive fumble.

A 78-yard busted play started the scoring off in the
first quarter.
