help generate more revenue
for the Weatherford Chamber of Commerce, the
Heartland Car Cruise Show first took place in Means
Park, but the popularity of the event forced a move to
Rader Park in 2002. In 2016 the event was transferred
to the stewardship of the Weatherford Rotary Club
and became a means to fund Weatherford’s D.A.R.E.
Program. Proceeds from the event completely fund
Weatherford’s D.A.R.E. Program.

SWOSU Hosts Former OK Governor Frank Keating

Southwestern Oklahoma State University (SWOSU)
with locations in Weatherford, Sayre, and Yukon,
recently hosted the Honorary Frank Keating, the 25th
Governor of the State of Oklahoma, for a visit.

Keating met with SWOSU donors and benefactors
at a private reception and then joined the SWOSU
President’s Leadership Class (PLC) students and
their families for a dinner where Keating delivered
remarks.

Each year, around 15 of the top SWOSU students
entering freshmen are chosen to be PLC Scholars.
Each scholar is awarded a scholarship and receives
four semesters of leadership training that fosters both
intellectual and personal growth. The President’s
Leadership Class develops leaders who hold a profound
understanding of leadership and its responsible
application within organizations, communities and
their states.

The SWOSU PLC was begun by the late SWOSU
President Dr. John Hays and continued by former
SWOSU President Dr. Randy L. Beutler and current
SWOSU President Dr. Diana R. Lovell.

Keating grew up in Tulsa, Oklahoma, and received
his undergraduate degree from Georgetown University
and a law degree from the University of Oklahoma.

His 30-year career in law enforcement and public
service included service as an FBI agent, U.S. Attorney
and state prosecutor, and Oklahoma House and Senate
member, including service as a Republican senate leader.
He served Presidents Ronald Reagan and George H.W.
Bush in the Treasury, Justice, and Housing departments.

As Governor, Keating won national acclaim in 1995
for his compassionate and professional handling of the
bombing of the Alfred P. Murrah Federal building in
Oklahoma City. In the aftermath of the tragedy, he raised
more than six million dollars to fund scholarships for
the nearly 200 children left with only one or no parents.

Keating currently serves as a regent for the University
of Oklahoma and lives with his wife Cathy in Oklahoma
City, Oklahoma. They have three children and eleven
grandchildren.

BECKHAM / FATALITY - A vehicle accident that
occured two miles east of Sayre on Interstate-40
has claimed a motorcyclist’s life. The Oklahoma
Highway Patrol says 35-year-old Justin Benavidez
of Sayre died from the accident. Troopers say the
cause of the incident remains under investigation.

WRH / ER — A management agreement is now in
place with Team Health for professional services in the
emergency room of Weatherford Regional Hospital.
Chief Executive Officer Brian Denton says the three
main ER physicians will remain on board and that
Team Health will provide structure in a busier ER.
Denton says the same company has previously worked
(and continues to work) with WRH, managing their
emergency rooms within an SSM Network.

ELK CITY / ARCHER - As the first legislative
session wraps up for State District 55, State
Representative Nick Archer reflects on some of the
big wins for Western Oklahoma this session. Archer
says that, specifically in Elk City, lawmakers were
able to secure funds to help with police and fire
department improvements.

WHS / AVIATION - An aviation course at
Weatherford High remains popular after its first
year. Aviation Instructor Ronnie Fleming says 75
students attended the course during the 2022-23
school year, with 55% looking to attend an advanced
form of the course next year. Additionally, he says
50 freshmen alone have applied to the course for
the 2023-24 school year.

CLINTON / HOSPITAL - Clinton City Manager
Robert Johnston told the city council that there is
encouraging news surrounding the relicensing and
future opening of Clinton Regional Hospital. Johnston
says even once the hospital can reopen, it will occur
in a ramp-up process, not all at once.

WRH / MRI - The MRI project at Weatherford
Regional Hospital is progressing, says Radiology
Manager Rebecca Prater. The hospital is in the process
of upgrading to a new MRI machine. During work,
the hospital utilizes a mobile MRI unit. The project is
scheduled for completion around mid-August.

WFD / BURN ROOM - The addition of a third-floor
“Burn Room” has been completed on the Weatherford
Fire Department “Burn Tower,” according to Fire Chief
Mike Karlin. The Burn Tower was constructed in 2021
and has undergone continuous additions since then.

WEATHERFORD / ROTARY - Rachel Worsham
of Traditions Health was the most recent guest
speaker at Rotary in Weatherford. Worsham spoke
on hospice care and the volunteer program available
as part of its hospice program.

throughout the US,
Oklahoma has a multitude of parks and recreation
spots throughout the state. Its first, and one of its
most prominent, Chickasaw National Recreation
Area(CNRA) has been a popular spot among locals
and tourists. CNRA has had an interesting history as
part of its almost 10,000 acres was once designated
as a National Park.

Platt National Park, a 640-acre park, was established
on June 29, 1906, when Congress renamed the Sulphur
Springs Reservation after Orville H. Platt, the senator
who began legislation to protect the 32 freshwater
and mineral springs in Murray County, Oklahoma.

At the time, Platt National Park was the 7th, and
smallest, national park established in the country.
Despite its size, the park welcomed droves of
visitors, and by 1914, the National Park Service(NPS)
recorded more visitors to Platt than to Yellowstone
or Yosemite.

As part of the New Deal, the Civilian Conservation
Corps(CCC) was put in charge of the park’s new
infrastructure between 1933-1940. The CCC built
pavilions, campgrounds, picnic areas, dams and
waterfalls, and linked them all with new trails
and roads. During the work, they planted over a
half-a-million trees and the park underwent minor
expansions.

In 1976, Platt National Park was abolished by
Congress and merged with the much larger Arbuckle
National Recreation Area; the entire area was renamed
to the CNRA.

With the addition of many other water features,
including the 2,350 acre Lake of the Arbuckles,
CNRA'’s popularity remained high. Due to the clean
springs and dams, many popular swimming and
fishing spots are scattered throughout the park.

A variety of springs flow together through the
Travertine District - a 3 mile long park with biking
trails, picnic grounds, a bison pasture, and Nature
Center. The crystal clear creeks form beautiful
waterfalls as they join together to form Travertine
Creek which flows through the district.

Several miles of biking and hiking trails wind their
way along the creeks making the Travertine District
“an oasis in the Oklahoma Prairie” according to the
NPS.

Like the springs and creeks throughout the CNRA,
the Lake of the Arbuckles has excellent water
quality and clarity. It has year-round fishing and the
Oklahoma

Department of Wildlife Conservation has rated
it as the best in the state for bass fishing. With free
entry, many 24 hour areas, 20 miles of trails, over
400 campsites, and swimming and fishing locations,
CNRA is a must stop spot for outdoor lovers.
