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When Jesus spoke about the 
Kingdom of God, most of his 
followers were certain it referred 
to an earthly empire which he 
would establish. That was their only 
reference point. That was the only 
kingdom they knew anything about. 
They were tired of being ruled by 
Rome and its rigid law.

They were convinced that in and through Christ 
the might of Rome would be shattered and they 
would be free again. That is why they were so 
confused and shattered when he was crucified.

But Jesus was talking about another kind of 
kingdom. When Jesus used the phrase “Thy 
Kingdom Come” in the Lord’s prayer he was asking 
the Father to establish His Kingdom, His Lordship 
in the hearts and lives of man. This is true for us 
as humans today. It is to invite God to set up His 

government, his sovereignty in our lives.
It is a simple statement to make and we do so 

glibly, often without thinking of what we are asking. 
But if I’m honest I have to admit if I seriously 
ask God to establish his rule in my life there will 
be a major confrontation on several levels. There 
is a conflict between my self-willed ego and his 
sovereignty.

My inclinations are often to be on the side of 
selfish pleasure rather than self-denial. The pressure 
I get from the culture is to fulfill myself, be my 
own man. Death to self doesn’t sell very well in 
today’s market.

When Jesus made the simple statement, thy 
Kingdom Come...the pictured the very Spirit of the 
living God coming into the human heart to live there 
in control. He saw a human being as a temple or 
residence of the most high God. This relationship is 
a privileged position. The King of Kings and Lord of 
Lords is living in our very being. I Peter 2: 9 calls us 
a “chosen people, a holy priesthood, a holy nation, 
a people for his own possession…”

When a person becomes aware of this awesome 
fact it can revolutionize his whole life. It can change 
his entire outlook, his attitude, and redirect all his 
activities.

I remember, while on a mission trip to the 
Philippines with 12 college students in 1986, 
hearing a group of Philippine young people singing, 
“There’s a flag flying high in the castle of my heart, 
cause the King is in residence there.”

In fact, the difference between a defeated 
Christian and a victorious, vibrant Christian lies 
in direct proportion to the degree that Christ is in 
control of his life. When you recognize God’s royal 
presence it becomes a delight to do God’s will. It’s 
an honor to become His subject.

If indeed the Kingdom of God is within me, I will 
make sure that nothing will enter there that would 
offend or harm the Spirit of the living God. What I 
eat and what I drink is of concern to me. What I take 
into my mind and emotions needs to be monitored. 
The material I read and things I watch on the screen 
can cause me to lose my focus and direction.

I will see to it that no attitudes, suggestions, or 
human philosophies contrary to the teachings of 
Christ will infiltrate my mind.

The Government of God in my life establishes an 
inner state in which righteousness, peace, and joy in 
a spiritual dimension dominates my life.
