Mother’s Day! For those of us
who will soon join our mothers in
their heaven abode, it may conjure
up memories of sacrifice, tender
love, doing without and putting
up with.

My mother went home to be with
the Lord over 40 years ago. But I
still see her trudging down a cotton
field, row after row in the hot sun. Then going
home to prepare supper for the family of 5 kids
and dad. Sometimes the evening would find her
soaking her aching feet in a small basin. But I
don’t remember her complaining. It was the role
she would play as Mom in difficult times on the
farm. She did what she could. She had only a 7th
grade education but was proud of the education
we kids were getting.

It all began in 1928, not a good year to get

married. What had seemed to be prosperous
times suddenly imploded as the stock market
crashed in ’29 that sent shock waves throughout
the country--particularly in rural areas when the
price of cotton plummeted.

In 1935, before I was born the family left the
farm to start over in Arizona where my uncle had
work. I was born in 1937. I’m sure it was not a
planned event. They didn’t need another mouth
to feed. Dad found work where he could—often
for a dollar a day. I’'m too young to remember
those days. There were no food stamps or food
resource centers in those days. Somehow, God
provided and we grew stronger in the fact that
mom and dad loved us and were there for us. We
were poor in many ways but far richer than many
today who grow up in single parent homes, often
left to fend for themselves.

As the clouds of war approached, Dad found
regular work in a munitions plant near Pryor.
I remember the evening when we learned that
Pearl Harbor had been bombed. I didn’t realize
it’s significance—only that it was a big deal. By
1943 Dad had enough of working for wages and
we had accumulated a little cash so it was back
to Western Oklahoma where he grew up, hoping
to find a farm.

That is where Mom’s field work began. I was
too small to leave at home so Mom made me a
little sack and I began my career as a cotton picker
at 6 years of age. | was so short that I didn’t have
to bend over to reach the bolls so I didn’t see it as
a problem. If such records were kept, I probably
set a world’s record of puling 200 Ibs. one day
as a six-year- old.

I didn’t always appreciate it at the time but |
am grateful that I learned to do hard things and
to get by with little.

Why am [ sharing all this nostalgia? The main
reason is that I never really appreciated what
Mom and Dad went through to provide for us
kids. As I look back, I never really thanked them
in a heartfelt way . I took so much for granted.
Toward the end Mom wound up living in a nursing
home for 10 years with rheumatoid arthritis,
twisted limbs, finally unable to walk; often
writhing in pain for hours. I wish I could thank
her again for all she went through to keep the
family together and love on us as best she could.

I’ll do that one day, the next chance I get. It
might not be very long. Maybe some of you need
to do that before it is too late.

The Oklahoma Air & Space
Port is a public-use airport
known as the Naval Air Station Clinton, later
renamed to the Clinton-Sherman Industrial Airpark.
Located in Foss, OK (near Burns Flat, located
about 15 miles southwest of Clinton), the airport
has had a colorful history of uses and, all the
while, maintained its status as a premier airstrip for
different operations.

Today it continues to serve as a strategic and
one-of-a-kind port and base for testing, licensing,
and training in use by branches of the Department
of Defense, Boeing, and the Oklahoma Highway
Patrol.

The port was originally built in 1942, but was not
officially established until October of 1943 during
the height of World War II as “Naval Air Station
Clinton.”

The base would close for nearly a decade
following the resolution to the war. Ownership was
transferred to the city of Clinton, OK, on January 27,
1949. The only caveat: the government could dawn
control of it at any point if a national emergency
required it.

Despite it no longer being a national Base, the
federal government still invested its resources into
improving it, especially with the Cold War on the
horizon and world-ending nuclear annihilation
become more and more of a potential reality.

On September 15, 1954--the same month that the
base was repurposed as a Strategic Air Command
(SAC) base--the federal government began an
extension of one of its runway to be nearly 3 miles
long.

During this period, the air station had multiple
facilities and strips built, acted as a salvage site, and
became a site for the Air Force to develop and train
specialized air equipment. This is also the period in
which the base underwent its most recent change to
become the Clinton-Sherman AFB.

Before its inactivation in 1969, bombardment
squadrons used the site to practice new strategic
readiness and training and acted to support
operations of the Air Force globally.

The main group, the 70th Bombardment Wing,
loaned several aircraft, crew, and maintenance
personnel during 1968-1969 for combat operations
in Asia.

After being labeled as inactive on December
31, 1969, the base’s operation was put under the
ownership of the city of Clinton for the second
time in its life.

Later, in 1999, Oklahoma Senate Bill 720
created the Oklahoma Space Industry Development
Authority (OSIDA), and shortly after, the Federal
Aviation Administration (FAA). granted a license to
them to use the port and designated it as a licensed
orbital launch site. The reason: the port has access to
“The Infinity One”, the longest air strip (152 miles
long and 50 miles wide) that is not in restricted
airspace and not in a Military Operations Area
(MoA). It is one of only 12 licensed FAA launch
sites in the U.S.

Soon, different aerospace companies began
conducting tests for astronautical prototyping. One
of these companies was Armadillo-Aerospace, who
used the base for space prototypes like its lunar
lander. Their tests ended in 2009.

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Alongside sub-orbital testing, many attemps were
made to establishing a rocket racing league on the
base. The first of these was established in 2005, with
plans to race rocket-powered aircraft in a closed-
circuit track. The rocket racers would be viewable
by the public live and virtually through devices
with internet access. Three prototypes were created
and tested, but funding failed during plans to host
their 2008 inaugural race. Additional funding was
picked up, and one exhibition race was held in 2010.
Unfortunately, funding again ran out before another
race could be held and by 2014, the league ended.

The company Boeing picked up use of the base
to test their autonomous landing system for their
jumbo jets. By 2015, they were also using the site for
proficiency training, flight tests, and recertification
flights.

Other aircraft manufacturers and companies began
to do the same, and the Department of Defense is
still using it for flight training crews to this day.

The bunker facilities created prior are now used
as the Law Enforcement Driver Training Center for
the Oklahoma Highway Patrol and the Oklahoma
Department of Safety. The annual Cadet Lawman
Academy for high schoolers uses the site for
their summer programs. According to the Federal
Law Enforcement Training Center, the facility
is recognized as one of the top law enforcement
driving centers in the nation.

In a 12 month operation period ending in June
of 2020, the port saw over 30,000 successful
operations. Today, the north and west WWII
runways, while unused, can still be seen from aerial
photographs.
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CASA (Court Appointed Special Advocate)
volunteers are concerned citizens who are trained
to be the eyes and ears of the juvenile court judge.

Executive Director, Jackie Aaron, stated that in
2023, 69 CASA of Western Oklahoma volunteers
served 200 children on 90 cases in our service
area. Unfortunately, this number represents only a
percentage of the children that are currently in the
foster care system in our area.

We are seeking individuals that might be
interested in becoming a CASA volunteer to help
close this gap while serving the needs of these
children. Each CASA volunteer dramatically
improves the lives of children experiencing foster
care by working with the child until they are placed
in a safe, permanent home. CASA volunteers often
become the one constant adult presence in the
child’s life. CASA of Western Oklahoma worked
with over 200 children in 2023 and the need remains
great for more volunteers.

CASA Volunteers must be 21 years of age, be
willing to commit to at least a year of service,
participate in a free in-depth training, and pass
an OSBI and national background check. CASA
volunteers come from a variety of backgrounds
and circumstances. Many work full-time along
with volunteering as a CASA while others work
part-time, are retired, or are college students. The
common thread that links all volunteers together
is the desire to make a difference in the life of an
abused child.

Flex Training offers flexibility and fewer hours
in the classroom. Half of the training is online at
your own pace and the other half is in-person. This
option gives our volunteers more flexibility.

SWOSU Women's Golf
finished second place at the
2024 NCAA Division II Central Region Championship
and in doing so, secured a spot at the national
tournament for the third time in program history.

The Lady Bulldogs were one of nine qualified
teams in the regional tournament field, held May 6-8
at Hilcrest Country Club. Henderson State won the
tournament by six strokes after catching SWOSU on the
leaderboard in Wednesday's final round. Seven strokes
behind the Lady Bulldogs sat Rogers State.

The top three finishing teams (mentioned above)
will advance to the NCAA Division II National
Championships in Winter Garden, Florida, on May
21-25.

SWOSU entered Wednesday's third and final round
with a four-stroke lead after shooting the lowest team
score in each of the first two rounds before HSU
overtook them in the final 18 holes of play. Two Lady
Bulldogs finished inside the top-5 — Rebecca Lau in
fourth and Freya Sala who tied for fifth.

Lau was tied for the lead after the first round after she

shot an even-par 72 on Monday. She added two strokes
to her second round and two more in her final round
and was +6 in the tournament. She birdied nine times
in three rounds — the fourth most in the entire field.

Sala climbed the leaderboard from 19th all the way
to fifth by tournament's end after shooting a 78 in her
opening round. She carded a two-over 74 in round
two before firing a one-under 71 in the final round —
SWOSU's lowest day three score of any golfer. Sala
faced 12 total par-5s in the tournament and performed
the best out of the entire field in those holes at three-
under par.

Megan Brown finished tied for 14th in the tournament.
She had a share of the lead with Lau after 18 holes but
fell off with an additional 12 strokes added to her final
two rounds. Ashlyn Acosta, T-20th, and Drew Dodgion,
T-35th, rounded out the team.

For the first time since 2019, SWOSU will advance
to the NCA A Division II National Championships held
at Orange County National this year. The program has
competed at the national tournament two other times,
finishing tied for fourth in 2019 and 12th in 2014.

SWOSU Athletes Earn All-Conference Status

SWOSU Baseball had three
named All-Great American
Conference selections on Wednesday night, announced
at the league's awards banquet prior to the start of
the second weekend of the conference tournament.
Headlining the trio was first team selection Jackson
Syring, with Marco Barrera on the second team and
Geoff Marlow as an honorable mention nod.

Syring (Derby, Kan.) batted .394 on the year with 12
home runs, 19 doubles, three triples, and 57 RBI. He
ranked second in the GAC in doubles, third in batting
average, and fourth in RBIs. Syring ended the season
with a 39-game streak of reaching base safely and at
one point this year rode a 15-game hitting streak. His
69 hits led the team, and he had 23 different games
this season where he had at least two hits —highlighted
by his 5-for-5 day against Newman when he blasted
four home runs.

Barrera (Wilmington, Calif) started the season slow
with just four hits through the first 14 games before
catching fire from game 15 and on. He belted his first
home run of the season in game 15 against Ouachita on
February 23 which seemingly snapped him out of the
funk, and he went on to hit .423 in the final 35 games of
the season. On the season, Barrera batted .376 with 12
home runs, 14 doubles, and 40 RBI. His 22 stolen bases
led the league, and he was 10th in the GAC in batting
average.

Marlow (Flower Mound, Texas) batted .359 with a
league-leading 20 doubles. His team high 14 home runs
ranked him fifth in the conference, and he was just inside
the top-15 in the league in batting average. Marlow had
two or more RBI in 16 games this year, a number that
led the Bulldog lineup. Like Syring, he ended the season
having reached base safely in 20 consecutive contests.
At one point this year, he had built a 12-game hit streak.
