An increase in faith
usually does not come through easy, trouble free
times, but more often through adversity. We do
not like that, but it may be why we are encouraged
to “rejoice in all things.” We need to see the end
from the beginning and rejoice that God is using
this time to mold our character to more closely
resemble His.

Fanny Crosby, author of many of our favorite
hymns, was blind. But she refused to let it make
her bitter or unfulfilled. When she was eight years
old she wrote the following little poem.

“O what a happy child I am, although I cannot
see! I am resolved that in this world contented I
will be. How many blessings I enjoy that other
people don’t! So weep or sigh because I’m blind,
I cannot and I won’t!”

May your new year be full of a spirit of grace
and humility as you live a life of obedience to
Him who loves you more than you can imagine.

ANTHONY MOORE / PHONE BILL - A new bill
was filed at the Oklahoma State Capitol proposing
removing students’ cell phones in the classrooms.
Representative Antony Moore shared his thoughts
on the bill, concluding that he believes there's still
a local control aspect that should be discussed, but
that the need for education should be at the forefront
for Oklahoma students, rather than the need for
cellphones in the classroom.

CLINTON / TEACHER ARRESTED - Clinton
Public Schools agriculture teacher Rick Dillinger
is facing alleged felony embezzlement charges after
being arrested. He previously was the AG teacher
for the Elk City Public Schools and is accused
of embezzlement of a trailer valued at $10,000
allegedly belonging to the Elk City District during
his time as an instructor there. Dillinger has posted
his bond and is no longer in jail.

WEATHERFORD / TEXAS ROADHOUSE
Weatherford Mayor Mike Brown is addressing recent
speculation circulating on social media regarding a
Texas Roadhouse Restaurant opening in the city. In
a statement to Wright Media, Mayor Mike Brown
clarified that the rumor is unfounded. “I've heard of
several things that could be coming to town. That's
not one of them, even though I think Texas Roadhouse
would be great out here in Western Oklahoma.”
Mayor Brown went on to say that if Texas Roadhouse
were ever to become part of Weatherford’s lineup, he
would welcome the establishment with open arms.
However, he emphasized that at this time, the rumor
simply isn't true.

ELK CITY / EXECUTIVE SESSION - There
was significant gossip and speculation in the town
of Elk City after the City Council recently held
an executive session to address sensitive matters
related to personnel decisions, including hiring
and firing practices with the City Manager, Tom
Ivester. Mayor Cory Speaker clarified the purpose
and nature of the discussion, stating “This issue
got blown completely out of [proportion]. [On]
Facebook, there are people rampantly making
their own conclusions instead of finding out the
truth.” Mayor Speaker also discussed Elk City
hiring an Economic Development Coordinator, an
HR Division Head, and an Assistant City Manager.
He also urged the public to remain engaged and
assured them that the council is dedicated to ethical
governance.

the horizon for Weatherford. “In early 2024, we
passed a halfpenny sales tax to build a Community
Center in partnership with the YMCA,” said

outdoor Aquatic Center.” A public meeting
surrounding the building construction is planned
in early 2025.

Pan, is the Vietnamese Lunar
New Year and the most significant celebration in
Vietnamese culture. It marks the arrival of spring
and is a time for family reunions, honoring ancestors,
and embracing a fresh start. In Oklahoma, home to
a thriving Vietnamese-American community, Tét
has become a prominent cultural event, reflecting
the history and resilience of Vietnamese immigrants
and the state’s cultural diversity.

Oklahoma’s Vietnamese population grew
significantly after the Vietnam War. Following the
fall of Saigon in 1975, thousands of Vietnamese
refugees fled their homeland, seeking safety
and a new life. Oklahoma became a welcoming
destination due to its affordable living costs and
robust resettlement programs. Many families settled
in Oklahoma City, forming what is now one of the
largest Vietnamese-American communities in the
United States.

As 0f2020, over 20,000 Oklahomans of Vietnamese
descent lived in the state, according to the U.S.
Census Bureau. Most are concentrated in Oklahoma
City and Tulsa, with the Asian District in Oklahoma
City serving as the cultural and social hub. Tét has
become a cornerstone of the community, preserving
traditions and fostering unity.

Tét marks the first day of the Lunar New Year,
typically falling between late January and mid-
February. It is a time of renewal, reflection, and
celebration. Families clean their homes to dispel
bad luck, honor their ancestors with offerings, and

share special meals that symbolize good fortune and
prosperity. 2025 is the Year of the Wood Snake, said
to be a time of introspection and growth.

The holiday also emphasizes family and
community. It is a time for reconnecting, sharing
traditions, and setting intentions for the year ahead.

Its celebrations in Oklahoma blend traditional
customs with local community vibrancy. The
Asian District in Oklahoma City hosts many of
the festivities, including events at Vietnamese
Buddhist temples and community centers. These
gatherings feature cultural performances, traditional
ceremonies, and food, drawing thousands of
attendees annually.

Lion dances, accompanied by the rhythmic
sounds of drums and cymbals, are a key part of
the celebration. These performances are believed
to chase away evil spirits and bring good fortune.
Traditional foods are another highlight, with dishes
such as banh chung (square sticky rice cakes filled
with pork and mung beans) and thit kho (braised
pork belly with eggs) served at family gatherings.
Each dish carries symbolic meaning: banh chung
represents the Earth, while thit kho symbolizes
unity and harmony.

In addition to food and dance, Tét fairs often
include games, calligraphy demonstrations, and
cultural exhibits. Younger generations contribute
through modern performances, blending traditional
and contemporary elements to showcase their
heritage while adapting to life in Oklahoma.

Tét in Oklahoma serves as both a cultural

celebration and a bridge between communities.
It welcomes individuals from all backgrounds,
offering opportunities to learn about Vietnamese

traditions and their significance. Events are
designed to share the richness of the culture,
fostering understanding and connection.

In 2023, the Oklahoma Legislature formally
recognized Tét as a cultural celebration, highlighting
its role in promoting diversity and inclusion. This
recognition underscores the importance of the
Vietnamese community’s contributions to the state’s
identity.

The OKC Thunder NBA team observes and
honors the state’s cultural heritage and is a regular
host of theme nights to promote inclusivity. In 2025,
on February 12th, they’ll have their annual Lunar
New Year Celebration against the Miami Heat,
partnering with the Greater OKC Asian Chamber
of Commerce.

Other places to celebrate include the Myriad
Botanical Gardens on January 25th, the Dove Event
Center (TBA), The Riverwind Casino on January
26th, and the Asian District. Keep an eye on
announcements on Explore OKC to see community
events, many Lunar celebrations feature face
painting, performances, and tremendous cultural
food.

Whether through a plate of banh chung, a lion
dance performance, or a Vietnamese calligraphy
display, Tét in Oklahoma represents a rich blend
of tradition, community, and hope for a prosperous
year ahead
