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Oklahoma History: US Marshall Jack Abernathy, “Catch Em Alive Jack”

Staff Writer In the late 19th and early

20th centuries, one man rose
above the rugged plains of the American West to
carve his name into legend: John R. Abernathy,
better known as “Catch ’Em Alive Jack.” Famed
for catching wild wolves and coyotes with his
bare hands, Abernathy’s incredible feats were
documented in books, newspapers, and personal
accounts that made him one of the most unique
figures of the Old West.

Abernathy’s legend began in 1891, as a 15-year-
old cowboy in West Texas. Frustrated with the toll
wolves were taking on livestock, Abernathy began
hunting them with his greyhounds. During a hunt,
one of the wolves spun around to lunge at his dogs.
Armed only with his courage, Abernathy leapt off
his horse and threw a punch at the animal. The wolf
snapped back at the same time, and in a moment,
Abernathy felt his hand ensnared by a row of sharp
teeth and a hot breath, but even more surprisingly
felt no pain.

His fist was preventing the wolf from biting down,
but he and the wolf remained stuck, locked in a
snarling standoff. Jack’s friend caught up to him
and helped free him, catching the wolf alive and in
awe of what happened.

By holding the jaws open, he was able to safely
subdue the animal without being bitten. Abernathy
recalled in his memoir, Catch ’Em Alive Jack (1924):
“I figured I could make a business out of it, and |
sure did.”

He established a homestead in Oklahoma and
began touring the region, perfecting his skill. This
technique became known as the “jaw-hold method.”
It was as dangerous as it sounds, but Abernathy
claimed he never feared the wolves, writing:
“They’re not as mean as some men [’ve met in
my life!” By the end of his career, Abernathy had
caught more than 1,000 wolves and coyotes alive,
often selling them to circuses, zoos, and collectors.

Abernathy’s fame caught the attention of President
Theodore Roosevelt, a fellow outdoorsman and
hunting enthusiast. In 1905, Roosevelt traveled to
Oklahoma to witness Abernathy’s wolf-catching
skills firsthand.

Roosevelt was also a superior horseman and
renowned hunter, even leading the wolf hunt in
some areas as the group pursued some fresh tracks.
Catching up to a wolf pack, the President got to see
Abernathy in action. In a flash, Abernathy leapt on
a wolf nipping at one of the dogs and jammed his
right hand into its mouth.

Keeping it held down, Jack recounting that
Roosevelt rode up in excitement, hopped down to
Abernathy’s level and casually mentioned, “I’d like
to shake hands with you. I sure wish you could get
that right hand free”.

Abernathy, having perfected the technique, but
requiring assistance usually, wrote that “I shoved
my left thumb into the wolf’s mouth, prying the jaws
apart. Then I grabbed the jaw with my left hand,
freeing my right....then reached up, shaking hands
with the President.”

The president was so impressed that he wrote
about the experience himself, recounting the
moment. After another successful few days, the
President left Oklahoma, mentioning the fun he had
and that the next time he visited, he hoped it would
be officially a state.

He and Abernathy became fast friends as he
invited Abernathy to Washington, D.C. many times
over the next years, introducing him to several of
the great and talented people of the time. Later
he appointed Abernathy as a U.S. Marshal for
Oklahoma Territory in 1906, making him the
youngest U.S. Marshal in history. Abernathy soon
moved his family to Guthrie, the capital at the time.
Roosevelt described Abernathy as “the most fearless
and fascinating man I’ve ever met” (Morris, 1979).

The two continued to developed a strong
friendship, and Abernathy often regaled Roosevelt
with tales of his adventures. Roosevelt even included
Abernathy in his entourage during hunting trips.

Jack’s sons, Temple and Bud Abernathy, carried
on the family’s adventurous spirit. They became
famous in their own right for their daring cross-
country horseback rides and automobile journeys
as children. After his marshal appointment ended,
Abernathy faced financial struggles during the
Great Depression. Despite his challenges, he never
lost his sense of pride or the daring spirit that
defined him.

Jack Abernathy passed away in 1941, but his
story remains an enduring symbol of the rugged
individualism and ingenuity of the American
frontier. His legacy endures in history books,
museums, and the adventurous spirit of the
American West, including the autobiography “Catch
‘Em Alive Jack”.

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SWOSU Men and Women Teams Fall to Ouachita in Latest Away Game

Women’s Basketball: 50-57

The SWOSU Lady Bulldogs had to weather a quick start
from Ouachita who knocked down their first four shot
attempts and got ahead by as many as five in the early
minutes of the game.

The second quarter saw SWOSU raise their output on
both sides of the ball, after the Tigers took a 21-17 lead
with 7:34 left to go in the half they would not score again.
The Lady Dawgs would go on a 19-0 run to close out
the half. SWOSU only allowed the Tigers to shoot 2-9
from the field in the quarter and forced nine turnovers
to just two for themselves.

Men’s Basketball: 62-75

SWOSU’s offense got into a quick rhythm right out
of the gate. All five starters each had their own time
to shine, with the first five made baskets going to each
player, giving the Dawgs a quick 11-2 lead. However,
the Tigers continued to fight back and stay in the game
before a 12-0 run for the home team gave them their first
lead with 3:13 to go in the half. SWOSU kept it within
reach thanks to five big points in the final minute by
Denali Alexander, making the score 30-36 at halftime.

The second half saw SWOSU make their first two
shots, with the scoreboard at 36-34, just down two to the
Tigers. The game remained a one-possession contest for
the first 12 minutes of the half, making for an exciting
finish. However, Ouachita capitalized on their three-
point attempts at a higher rate than the Dawgs.
